B)  One octave (or more) Concert Bb Chromatic Scale; minimum tempo d=120; 

articulation: tongue ascending, slur descending.  (Percussion students - do not play chromatic scale)

AUDITION RECORDING PROCEDURES:  

 

Labeling: 

The CD / tape should be LABELED with: NAME / INSTRUMENT / SCHOOL  

Ex: Chuck Kraus, Trombone, Ft. Worth Country Day  

 

 

 

Recording Wind Instruments:  
      1.   The director must verbally announce the studentôs Name / Instrument / School  

      2.   Record chromatic scale. 

      3.   Record fast etude 

      4.   Record slow Etude 

 

 

Recording Percussion Instruments: 

1. The director must verbally announce the studentôs Name / Instrument / School 

2. Record snare etude 

3. Record timpani etude 

4. Record mallets etude 

 

 

If using tape, please REWIND the tape when the student has finished,  

and then play it and stop playing just after your verbal introduction, 

so the studentsô name and school will not be heard when the tape is played.
