Registration Process

Directors will register students for Children’s Honor Choir via www.solochair.  Please log in to your solochair account and follow directions for registering students for this event.  You will be asked to provide the enrollment number of 5th & 6th graders from your school, so please be prepared to supply that information.  Once you have registered the students online, you will receive an email from the event host (Susie Fergus, Travis Academy of Fine Arts) with the printed registration form attached.  Please print copies of this form for your students and send them to Susie Fergus (address given on the form).  Fees for the event should be mailed directly to TPSMEA.  Please note that fees must be paid with a school check; no personal checks from parents will be accepted!
